PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:

1. Edmund Rice Sinon Secondary School started in 1988 and has expanded to include A-Level since 2005. The school is
managed by the Congregation of Christian Brothers for the Catholic Archdiocese of Arusha.

2. Boarding accommodation is offered to both girls and boys. The 2009 fee for tuition and boarding is 600 000/- per year
plus a Library fee of 20 000/- and Majengo fee of 20 000/- for each new student.

3. Hostel accommaodation is also offered to both girls and boys. The 2009 fee for tuition and hostel is 500 000/- per year
plus a Library fee of 20 000/- and Majengo fee of 20 000/- for each new student.

4. Day students are most welcome and comprise about one-third of our students. The 2009 fee is 360 000/- for per year plus
a Library fee of 20 000/- and Majengo fee of 20 000/- for each new student.

5. Lunch is provided to all students and the cost is included in the above fees.

6. This form must be completed and returned to the school prior to sitting for the Interview/Entrance Test. A recent passport
size coloured photograph must be attached before the form will be accepted.

7. Enrolment procedures are under the direct control of the Headmaster who reserves the right to alter these guidelines in
any specific instance.

8. The initial Interview/Entrance Test for Forms Two to Four for 2009 will be held on Wednesday, January 6" 2010
at 11.00 am. A student must sit for this interview test to be considered for vacant places in 2010. If there are further
vacancies, then late applicants may be invited by the Headmaster to sit for the Interview/Entrance Test at any time.

9. The results of the Interview/Entrance Test for Forms Two to Four in January will be published on the School
Noticeboard and the Enrolment Information section of the school’s website at 10.00 am on Thursday, January 7". Joining
